Core Concepts and Self Management Skills
Health Education Standard 1: Students will comprehend concepts related to health promotion and disease prevention. 

Health Education Standard 3: Students will demonstrate the ability to practice health-enhancing behaviors and reduce health risks. 
Characteristics of Student Work: Core concepts are linked to all content areas. Student work should demonstrate functional knowledge of the most important and enduring ideas, issues, and concepts related to achieving good health. Management skills address students’ abilities to take personal responsibility to assess health risks and determine behaviors that will protect and promote health and reduce health risks. Specific skills include personal health practices, first aid and safety procedures, avoiding threatening situations, and managing stress. 
Key Criteria: A specific criterion for student work is based largely on the following:

	3-5 steps are included in answer. The response identifies relationships between two or more health concepts; evidence of applying health skills is present; there is some depth of information, although there may be minor mistakes in content.

	1-3 steps are included in answer. The response presents some accurate knowledge about the relationships between health concepts, and some evidence of the ability to apply health skills is present; but the response is incomplete and there are inaccuracies.

	0-1 steps are included in the answer. The response provides little or no accurate information about the relationships of health concepts and there is little to no proof of the ability to apply health skills.


Guideline for Core Concept Open-ended Question:
The content score is based on the student’s ability to discuss three health risks associated with teenage alcohol use, such as:

· The younger a person is when they first try alcohol, the more likely he/she will become an adult alcoholic. 

· Binge drinking (five or more drinks in a row) is a major problem among young people and can lead to destructive behavior and violence. 

· Acute alcohol poisoning can lead to death.

· Alcohol affects the brain cells of teenagers as they are growing, affecting their ability to learn, their reproductive systems, and often casing permanent damage. 

· Drinking has serious effects on a young person’s growth and development. 

· Driving while intoxicated can cause injuries or death to oneself or others.
