	The board recognizes its responsibility to provide a safe environment for students, including the duty to provide appropriate medical assistance to students who become injured or ill during the school day or while participating in a school activity.  The principal or his/her designee is responsible for determining the appropriate action to take in the event a student becomes ill or is injured and shall notify the student's parent or guardian as soon as possible of such action.  The principal or his/her designee shall determine if immediate medical attention is required.  Students who are too ill to remain in class should be picked up by their parents as soon as possible.  A sick child may not be taken home by school personnel unless a responsible adult is present in the home.
	
	

	
	
	

	
	
	


	
	
	

	
	
	

	
	
	The superintendent shall develop regulations to ensure that students have access to appropriate emergency care during the school day or while participating in school activities.  Staff shall provide first aid within the scope of their training.  The teacher or other staff member responsible for the student at the time of an injury shall report the incident to the principal as soon as possible and shall complete appropriate injury reporting forms.
	
	

	
	
	

	
	
	


	
	
	

	
	
	

	
	
	Parents are required to provide emergency contact information, including the parent's name, address, work and home telephone numbers, family doctor and hospital preference, and to sign a parental consent form for emergency care when a student first enters school and at the beginning of each school year.  This emergency information will be kept on file in an accessible location.  Parents are responsible for the health of their children.  At the beginning of each school year, it is the responsibility of the parent or guardian to make sure that school officials are aware of any specific health conditions or concerns and any necessary emergency care requirements.
